Power On/Off:

Alarm Supress:  
In the event of an alarm, Alarm 
Suppress temporarily silences.

Constant/Intermittent:  
CONSTANT is recommended but 
as an alternative therapy may be 
toggled to INTERMITTENT.

Pressure Setting:  Pressure 
is set using a dial, ranging from 
40mmHg to 200mmHg. 

Power On/Off:  
The power button turns the 
machine on and starts and 
stops therapy.

Pressure Setting:  
The pressure is set using 
the up and down buttons, 
ranging from 20mmHg to 
120mmHg. 

Constant/Intermittent:  
CONSTAN T is the default, but 
as an alternative, therapy may 
be switched to INTERMIT-
TENT. 

Key Lock:  An “L” at the 
center of the display indicates 
Keylock, press and hold for 3 
seconds to disable.

Alarm Reset:  The Venturi 
is equipped with a “low 
suction”, “low battery”,  “block-
age” and “canister full” alarm.  
An alarm must be reset using 
the alarm reset button.
